Jesus offers a message of hope and salvation to the whole world.

‘What will we do about the world and all its people?’ the
Trinity said to one another. They had looked on our world
and saw that their people, whom they loved, needed some
sort of help; salvation, meaning in life. The best solution
came up that one of them would become like us, a human
being. God, father of all, sent his Son and his Son, later called Jesus (‘because he
would save his people from their sins’), said Yes. Jesus said yes without knowing
what this ‘Incarnation’ would entail.

We know how this life story would enfold, with the seeming tragedy of Jesus’
death. We might miss the point of why he died. It's in the gospel ‘For God so loved
the world that he gave his only Son'. This that we might not be lost. Humanity can
be lost in fear, bitterness, poverty, greed and all the realities in ways that we can
use or abuse each other. The sending of Jesus was pure and simple love which
invites all of us into that same love — to receive it and to share it.

Jesus walks with us on our journey of love. It is a day-by-day journey, bringing an
immense joy. Pope Francis in Fratelli tutti, writes: ‘Goodness, together with love,
justice and solidarity, are not achieved once and for all; they have to be realized
each day.’
